The set of electronic materials presented by Borislava Petrova includes all required
documents according to the specific requirements of the Faculty of Education of Trakia

University.
2. Brief biographical data for the doctoral student

Borislava Petrova graduated a bachelor of science degree in two specialties: Elementary
school education with English language (2011) and Bulgarian philology (2012). The doctoral
student has a Master's degree in Management of Social and Pedagogical Organizations. From
2011 to 2018, she worked as a teacher in the structures of primary school education, after

which she continued her professional appearance in the system of higher education (DIPKU,



Stara Zagora) as a lecturer in Primary School Education. She has actively participated in the

development and implementation of projects. She has a fluent level of English.

The presented autobiography by Borislava Petrova gives reason to believe that the
developed dissertation research is the result of the accumulated practical and theoretical

experience of a specialist, who is realized in the educational and scientific field.
3. Relevance of the topic and appropriateness of the set goals and tasks

The topic of disorders in mastering reading competence is not new for researchers in the
field of neurocognitive, psychological and pedagogical sciences, but it continues to maintain
its relevance with the search for optimal solutions for early identification and assessment of
individual differences and special needs of a part of the pupils educated in the general

education structures.

As an independent scientific and applied research, the dissertation work includes an
introduction, 3 chapters, inferences and recommendations, a conclusion, a list of 132 literary
achievements used and 7 appendices within a volume of 160 pages, with visual material of 32

figurative images and 17 tables.
4. Knowing the problem

The doctoral student knows the problems developed by classical and modern authors,
publishing in Bulgarian, Russian and English, skillfully bringing interesting author's

interpretations of the theoretical material and its application in practice.
5. Research methodology
The relevantly selected research methodology contains the following elements:

e Adapted to Bulgarian educational conditions, a variant of the administered Kaufman
Test for Educational Achievement — KTEA-3. The instrument is designed to measure
specific parameters: comprehension of a read text, reading fluency, solving
mathematical tasks, written production, decoding of auditory information and oral
expression.

e An adapted version of the standardized Woodcock-Jonson Cognitive Ability Tests —

IV, that allow a more in-depth study of the parameters of learning difficulties in pupils



with communicative disorder stuttering, including a diagnostic check of cognitive
processes.

e A survey (containing 11 questions — 8 of closed and 3 of open type), the purpose of
which is to study the attitudes and possibilities of pedagogical specialists from the
primary school level to identify the specific difficulties in the learning process for

pupils with prosodic disorders (stuttering).
6. Characterization and evaluation of the dissertation work
The dissertation is composed in three chapters.

In the first chapter, that contains the theoretical part of the study, taxonomic schemes of
communicative disorders based on various criteria are proposed. Basic concepts and
categories are defined, that are used in a theoretical-applied context, with an emphasis on
specific disorders of the ability to learn. An critical analysis of the characteristic
manifestations of dyslexia, as one of the most widespread disorders in the general child,
adolescent and adult population, was made. A comprehensive picture of the overall
functioning of children of primary school age is presented, covering a wide range of
components: cognitive and metacognitive; emotional; social; communicative. A special focus
is placed on the criteria used for diagnostic testing of reading skills, the need to refine a
toolkit for early recognition of dyslexic symptoms and, on this basis, the implementation of

effective communication therapy is substantiated.

The second chapter is devoted to the methodology of the empirical research. The main
problem area has been outlined, the subject of the research has been specified, which cannot
be claimed for the object, the relevant criteria and indicators have been selected. The
formulated aim (on p. 6), hypothesis and defined research tasks are a logical consequence of
the critical analysis of literary achievements. The two groups of individuals — participants in
the study were correctly differentiated according to the criteria of subjects of the educational
process: 183 pupils of primary school age with communicative disorder stuttering and 221
pedagogical specialists. | highly appreciate the research probes developed by the doctoral
student, intended for diagnostic assessment in the relevant area regarding the domains:

efficiency in decoding written information and cognitive architectonics.

In the third chapter, the methods and organization of the research are presented, the

place of which is, as a rule, in the second chapter of the dissertation work. This part of the



dissertation also presents the analysis of the obtained results. The demographic characteristics
of the research participants have been analyzed in detail, which supports its credibility. |
should note, however, that the text on p. 95 contains information analogous to that presented

in the above paragraph located on p. 69, which | take to be a technical error.

Many results are presented that could be interpreted more thoroughly, from which the
development would have a greater added value. At the same time, the conclusions formulated
after each research module make a pleasant impression. Through them, the doctoral student
has developed her potential for generalization of the empirically established facts related to
outlining the parameters of difficulties in the reading activity of students with communicative
disorders from the primary education level; determination the specifics of their cognitive
functioning, on the one hand, and with the opinion of pedagogical specialists formed in this
context and the availability of useful practices for early detection of dyslexic symptoms — on
the other hand.

Conclusions and recommendations for practice are formulated. The confirmation of the
hypothesis, the achievement of the goal have been specified, an alarmingly high population of
pupils with learning difficulties has been established, and on this basis — the highly prominent
need for the application of strategies, procedures and tools for the timely identification of
specific reading difficulties, serving as a reliable foundation for efficient communication

therapy.
7. Contributions and significance of the development for science and practice

The contributions of the dissertation can be divided into three areas: scientific,

scientific-applied, and diagnostic-practical:

(2) Based on a systematization of scientific facts regarding communicative
disorders in their terminological and taxonomic context and an in-depth analysis of specific
disorders of the ability to learn, the overall profile of children with communicative disorders
was formed, including the wide range of cognitive, social, emotional and linguistic aspects.

(2 Through an applied creative approach, the content of the linguistic probes was
developed as part of the toolkit for early identification and assessment of specific
manifestations in the various domains of research in children from the primary course of

study, with disorders of prosody — stuttering.



3) An author's model for optimizing the diagnostic activity of the specialists
working in the structures of primary school education has been proposed and verified.

(€))] The study conducted among a wide group of specialists (teachers, resource
teachers, speech therapists) regarding the parameters of learning difficulties in 11-1V grade
students and the availability of relevant practices and methodologies for early identification

and assessment is pilot in nature.

It is evident from the style, structure, design of the empirical study, and analysis of the
results, that the doctoral student personally conducted the dissertation research. The
outstanding contributions and the obtained results are a personal merit of Borislava Petrova
and provide a good perspective for the implementing of reliable diagnostic tools into school

practice.
8. Evaluation of publications on the dissertation work

The doctoral student has proposed 4 publications in the period 2020-2021, which have
been presented in national and international journals. One of them is in English. Three are
with the independent participation of the doctoral student and correspond to the subject of the

dissertation study.
9. Abstract

The abstract reflects the content of the dissertation, but the sequence of the exposition is

broken and some important components of its structure are missing.
10.Critical remarks and questions

(1) There is no specification of the research object (p. 71). It could be perceived in the
following version: The object of research is the difficulties in the education of students in the

primary stage of the basic educational degree.

(2) There is an incorrect presentation of the subheadings: "Lexical and morphological
development™ and "Syntactic development” (p. 62, p. 63). The morphological and syntactic
level are components of the grammatical level, which means that "Lexical development” is a
separate sub-heading and "Morphological and syntactic development” are combined in

another sub-heading.



(3) The list of figures on pages 4 and 5 and their presentation in chapter 3, section
Results of the study of the teaching staff (from p. 125 to p. 132) clearly indicate their
numbering and nomination, which makes it unnecessary to duplicate them on pages 73 and
74.

(4) Why are there 2 aims with the same content, but with different grammatical wording

(p. 72) and what is the real aim of the study?
11. Recommendations for future use of dissertation contributions and results

The scientific and diagnostic-applied contributions of the dissertation research can serve
as a basis for introducing a relevant toolkit for early detection and identification of specific
learning difficulties among the broad population of children educated in the primary school

education system. Dissertation results can be designed and published as a monographic work.
CONCLUSION

The dissertation contains scientific, scientific-applied and diagnostic-practical
results and is at a scientific level, corresponding to the requirements of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the Regulations
for the Implementation of LDASRB, as well as the specific requirements of the Faculty of

Education, Trakia University.
