1. Quantitative description of the publications and participations in scientific forums:

Vanya Slavova submits lists with scientific works (publications and participations with
reports and posters at national and international scientific forums) with a total of 138 titles.

The total number of scientific publications since the beginning of her professional career
till now has been 80, of which 13 are in journals with impact factor or impact rank - scientific
journals referenced and indexed in world-renowned databases with scientific information: Scopus
and Web of Science, as is evident form the submitted official reference from the Central Library of
Trakia University about publications of Dr. Slavova injournals with Impact factor /Journal Citation
Report/ and impact rank /SCOPUS/. Of these 80 publications, 5 have been submitted for the
defense of the dissertation paper and 8 for occupying the academic position chief assistant professor
- in the current procedure 33 full-text publications are assessed.

The complete list of participations in scientific forums contains 58 participations, of which
32 in international scientific forums.

(catastrophe) medicine”. She takes part in the development and updating of Disaster medicine
curricula for the medical majors at Trakia University.
